That is why this demand does not limit the range of conference topics essentially. The first MRRS was held in September 2005 and was very successful, gathered together about 100 participants from 18 countries in Kiev ( http://congress.nau.edu.ua/mrrs/ ).

Please note that the number of papers accepted by one principal author (the first name in the list of authors) will be limited to three.
